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Arrabawn Co-op / Grassland weed control

Ragwort    
Spray 2, 4-D (2, 4-D ESTER, D-50) between November and April, before the plant start to get bigger.
                  2, 4-D ester

This spray will also control dandelions and daisies, as well as some control of thistles and seedling docks.

Docks    -
where clover is not important

Doxstar - contains brushwood killer to kill roots. Will kill clover. spray 4 weeks before silage or 1 week before grazing .

Foundation - cheaper than Doxstar but not as effective. Foundation would be a good follow-up spray for dock ragwort.

CMPP - will only burn off the leaves, so stronger docks will recover. Ideal for removing dock from silage by spraying 3-4 weeks pre-cutting.

with clover
Prospect - spray one week pre-cut or pre-graze. Will only kill broadleaved docks. Must be grazed or cut after 7 days.
Eagle - spray one week pre-graze or three weeks pre-cut. Will control both broadleaf and curled dock. May require re-spraying.
Asulox  - spray one week pre-cut or pre-graze. Will kill both broad and curly leaf docks. Very hard on weed grasses, so it should not be used on pasture reseeded more than 5 years. Very useful in maintaining sward quality if there is a low level of bent and Yorkshire fog present.
Nettles and Briars and Furze Bushes

Garlon or Grazon 90 - these contain high levels of brushwood killer but the Grazon 90 has the advantage of being able to kill thistles also------this can be an advantage when spraying under electric fences.
NETTLE BAN, SCRUBKILLER AND BANDOCK - These are well known and convenient but expensive for big areas.
Thistles and Rushes
MCPA - spray when the thistles have a flower bud and the rushes are about  24cm high and growing. Will also control creeping-buttercup (crowfoot).Very cheap.
